Notes on Accounts

1. The premises valuation is revaluated and Revaluation Reserve is created since 2008-09, Recalculated with
effect from 2022-23. The same is being depreciated with equal depreciation to Premises Book Price by 2%
every year; calculating average age of premises at 50 Years.

The computer and electric parts are being depreciated at 33% straight as per RBI Directives.
